2009 California Amateur Futurity

The California Amateur Futurity is open to registered weanlings, yearlings,
and two-year-olds. Horses must be nominated annually beginning in their weanling year.
Sires and dams must also be nominated during the weanling year. All Futurity payments must
be kept current in order to maintain eligibility.

Nominated horses are eligible to be shown in amateur futurity classes at the
California Saddle Horse Futurity Horse Show and California Fall Classic in September. All
classes are conducted under the rules of USEFE. Entries must be shown by an amateur; no
professionals are allowed in the ring. Horses may be shown as weanlings, yearlings, and
two-year-olds.

The prize fund of the Futurity is the sum of nomination fees, donations, earned
interest and miscellaneous fees, less administrative costs. The total payback in 2008 was $800.

The 2009 California Saddle Horse Futurity Horse Show and California Fall
Classic will be held during the Los Angeles County Fair at Fairplex in Pomona, California on
September 17th through 19th.

The deadline for nominations is August 15th. Entry blanks are also available
at www.californiasaddlebred.com.
